A 3-day dance-wandering workshop led by Cosmin Manolescu

Participants in the Wandering Lisboa workshop are invited to (re)discover their
body and the streets of Lisbon through a series of exercises and working
sessions with closed eyes, improvisation, urban exploration and performative
games. Exploration and wandering sessions, dancing with the lights and the
imagination are key elements of this special dance experience proposed by the
Romanian choreographer. The workshop will be held in English and is open to
max. 15 people - interested local audience, dance students, contact-
improvisation lovers — are encouraged to join the workshop. The reservation has

Cosmin Manolescu é coreografo, curador e director artistico da Companhia
Serial Paradise/ Fundacao Gabriela Tudor. Desde 1997 que ‘tem um papel
central no desenvolvimento da danca contemporanea na Roménia. O seu
trabalho artistico foi apresentado em diversos festivais e locais fundamentais
em Nova lorque, San Diego, Paris, Lyon, Londres, Dublin, Porto, Roma,
Florenca, Catania, Amsterdao, Roterdao, Malmo, Luxemburgo, Barcelona,
Bremen, Lisboa, Seattle, entre outras. E co-fundador e co-organizador da
Plataforma de Danca Balca ( Balkan Dance Platform). Iniciou o programa de
bolsas Gabriela Tudor em gestao cultural na Fundagao Gabriela Tudor dedicada
a memoria da presidente da Fundacao entre 1997-1999. Impulsionou o Moving
Dialogue, uma troca entre Bucareste e Nova lorque na qual quinze artistas de
ambos os paises participam numa série de workshops, residéncias e partilha
de sessoes praticas. Entre 2011 e 2015, em colaboracdo com Stefania

Ferchedau, co-dirigiu E-Motional (www.e-motional.eu), um projecto de

mobilidade, investigacao artistica, trocas e co-producao em diferentes paises
da Europa, visando artistas e gestores culturais.

Em 2013 iniciou o Eastern Connection, um programa de trés anos de trocas e
colaboragdes entre a Roménia e o Japao. Nos ultimos anos recebeu diversos
prémios pelo reconhecimento do seu trabalho na area cultural, oferecidos por
instituicdes publicas na Roménia como o National Dance Center (2014) ou
Administration of the National Cultural Fund (2017). Cosmin Manolescu
interessa-se em colaboracbées e trocas trans-culturais, experimentalismo e
inovagao artistica, na criacdo de projectos fora da caixa, performances e
workshops que desafiem os artistas e espectadores. Em Outubro de 2017
langou o seu novo projecto designado dance#wanderer

(www.danswanderer.ro), que inclui workshops e performatividade na

exploracao urbana.



Cosmin Manolescu is the choreographer, curator and artistic director of the
Serial Paradise Company/Gabriela Tudor Foundation. He has played an
important role in the development of contemporary dance in Romania since
1997. His artistic work was successfully presented in important festivals and
venues in New York, San Diego, Paris, Lyon, London, Dublin, Porto, Rome,
Florence, Catania, Amsterdam, Rotterdam, Malmo, Luxembourg, Barcelona,
Bremen, Lisbon, and Seattle among others.

In 1997 he organized his first festival - Days of Portuguese Dance - in
Bucharest and the first Romanian Dance Platform. He was the co-founder
and co-organizer of the Balkan Dance Platform (2001-2011). He is also the
initiator of Gabriela Tudor fellowship in cultural management dedicated to the
memory of Gabriela Tudor, and co-founder and President of the Gabriela
Tudor Foundation between 1997-1999. In 2010-2011 he initiated Moving
Dialogue, a Bucharest/New York dance exchange in which over 15 artists
from both countries participated in series of workshops, residencies and
sharing practice sessions. Between 2011-2015, in collaboration with Stefania
Ferchedau, he co-directed E-Motional (www.e-motional.eu), a European
mobility, artistic research, exchange and co-production project developed in
different phases in various European countries - Romania, Latvia, Portugal,
Ireland, Cyprus, UK, Turkey, Luxembourg -, targeting artists and managers
alike. In 2013 he initiated “Eastern Connection” — a three-year programme of
exchanges and collaboration between Romania and Japan. In the last years
he received several prizes as recognition for his work in the cultural field,
offered by public institutions in Romania as the National Dance Center (2014)
and the Administration of the National Cultural Fund (2017). Cosmin
Manolescu is currently interested in cross-cultural collaboration and
exchange, experiment and artistic innovation, creating out-of-the box projects,
performances and workshops that challenge the participants and the
performers. In October 2017 he launched his new durational artistic project

called dance#wanderer (www.danswanderer.ro) which includes a series of

workshop-retreats, performance and performative urban exploration: FORUM DANCA
